Scholarship

Vince Kelley opened the discussion by proposing the TCRC award scholarships to area high school runners in the total amount of $2000. · The TCRC has over the past few years only made roughly $200 to $500.  To continue funding at the $2000 level a race, other means of fund raising would need to be implemented

· Scholarship criteria should include but not be limited to: senior in high school pursuing higher education, participation in long distance running (1500/1600 and longer) at the high school level, residing in the Triple Cities area

· The scholarship should not simply be awarded but recipients would need to apply

· A mid-May deadline needs to be enacted in order for the board to make a decision in time for senior awards, traditionally held in the beginning of June

· Kevin will coordinate with Mike Cordi, cross country coach at ME, and Susan will coordinate with Kelee Green-Alston, guidance counselor, to distribute applications to all area schools.

· Application should include the following areas: performance, academic achievement or goals, and community involvement

The TCRC will fund four $500 scholarships for the year 2006 to two female and two male graduating seniors, pursuing higher education, who participated in long distance running events at the high school level.  Passed unanimously
